You're right. By the way, the new Uminoko was built in 2018. I hear it
has ® important facilities to prepare for disasters.

Really? Tell me more.

One of them is a huge room inside.

What is it used for?

It is used for storing emergency supplies to transport from one place to
another when trains and trucks cannot be used because of a disaster.
The boat can carry the supplies to the people who need them. Moreover,
it can be used as a shelter, and up to 370 people can evacuate to it.

Wow! 1It’s helpful.

Another facility is a system designed for making the lake water clean.
It can clean 2,000 liters of water in one hour. When there is not enough
water for drinking, this facility will help us a lot.
